A While you were sleeping last night, your brain
was still working. In fact, it worked away through
several sleep stages, switching from periods of
very light sleep to periods of very deep sleep.
These stages of sound sleep, which are called
REM sleep, are when people dream. The dreams
you had last night happened during one of these
periods of deep sleep, and probably happened in
the early morning hours when the REM periods of
sleep lengthen.

The truth is that they
are usually caused not by scary movies or having

a great imagination, but by how we feel. If we're
worried about school or if something upsetting
happens during the day, then a nightmare is often
a way of relieving the stress we feel.

The bright future of BMX biking

A Did you know that BMX biking first became
popular back in the early 1970s because of a film
called On Any Sunday? In the opening sequence of
the film, some kids are shown riding their bicycles
off-road in a race. It looked exciting to young
cinema-goers, so lots of kids all across the United
States started buying the bikes the kids used in
the film, and manufacturers soon started making
bikes that were specially adapted to BMX biking.
Ironically, the rest of the film wasn’t actually about
BMX bikes at all. It was about riding motorcycles.
However, a new extreme sport was born.

Although the sport experienced a dip in popularity
during the 1980s, its profile became even greater
in the mid-1990s when TV coverage turned it into

a world-wide phenomenon. And now, the future
is bright, largely because BMX racing became an
Olympic sport in 2008 and BMX freestyle will
debut at Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games.. Olympic
exposure means that even more kids are going

to want to try the sport, especially now that
technological advances have resulted in bikes that
are more readily available and more reliable. And
being part of the Olympic family means the sport
will start to get the sort of national funding that
usually goes to sports like swimming and athletics.
Not only that, but many of the star riders will stay
with BMX bikes as they get older in the hope that
they might win an Olympic gold, whereas in the
past they used to change to track cycling if they
wanted to continue in a cycling career.

The eco-friendly powerboat

A Back in 2008, a powerboat which cost over
two million euros to build broke the round-the-
world speed record by two weeks. Arriving at the
finishing line after just under 61 days, it smashed
the previous record set in the late 90s. But what
was more amazing than the cost or the speed of the
boat was the way it was fuelled. Powerboats may
have a reputation for being gas-guzzling monsters,
but not this one. It circumnavigated the globe using
sustainably-produced biodiesel which was made in
part from recycled materials.

A If you were asked what you knew about Leonardo
da Vinci, you'd probably talk about his great works
of art rather than his scientific mind. However,
Leonardo was much more than an artist. He had
one of the most inquisitive minds in history, and
devoted much of his life to inventions.

Leonardo conceived ideas vastly ahead of his
own time, conceptually inventing a helicopter, a
tank, a robot and a parachute. Of course, he lived
during the 15th century, which meant that most of
his inventions were impossible to build, and few
made it beyond the drawing board. One notable
exception were the humble scissors, hardly a work
of art, perhaps but surely a great piece of rational
thinking. Mind you, if da Vinci had only invented
scissors, we wouldn’t think of him as a genius.

C Leonardo was always fascinated by machines,

and some of his earliest sketches show clearly
how many machine components functioned. He

How to make friends

A Nobody ever said that being a lone wolf didn’t
have its own kind of appeal. It leaves you more
time to take introspective walks, write poetry or
whatever it is that takes your fancy. But if you really
do want to meet new people then there are literally
billions of potential friends in the world, most of
whom would say they were just as keen as you to
have a new pal.

Making friends is often as simple as just spending
more time around people. That's why most
people’s best friends are, or at least used to be,
classmates or work colleagues that they have been
able to get to know gradually. You don’t just bump
into people in the street and get to know them
straight away. But if people at work or school aren’t
your kind of people, then there are plenty of other
options. In a recent survey, young people were
asked how they had met friends out of school and
virtually all of them reported they had done so by

joining clubs or doing sports. The great thing about
a music club, say, or a basketball team, is that
everybody immediately has something in common,
and that has to be the key ingredient if you want to
make friends.

Women drive fire engines

A Even today, the majority of people have a
stereotypical view of what a person doing some
specific jobs might look like. And often it’s a gender
stereotype. Most people still picture nurses in a
skirt, for example, and milkmen are, well, men.
One other such job is firefighting, which has all
the characteristics of a typically male profession.
It's tough, macho, dangerous, physically very
demanding, and, of course, you get to wear a
uniform and a big, hard helmet. Surprisingly,
however, in the United States at least, women have
played and are increasingly playing a proud role in
this profession.

The USA's first known woman firefighter was
African-American Molly Williams. She was a slave
belonging to the Oceanus Engine Company No

11 in New York City when she made a name for
herself in a blizzard in 1818. With male firefighters
scarce, Molly, who was wearing only a light dress
and a checked apron, took her place among the
men, helping to pull the fire pump through deep
snow. Of course, brave as Molly was, she earned
no salary and was only actually used as a firefighter

on that one and only occasion. The honour of
being the first real firefighter of the fairer sex went
to Sandra Forcier, who made headlines for this
reason in 1973. It's astonishing to think that female
firefighters didn’t exist until within our parents’
lifetimes.

C Today, the US fire service actively seeks to
recruit female firefighters, and over 6000 women
have full-time jobs in the profession, which is
proportionately four times as many as in some
European countries. Their numbers have grown
substantially since Sandra’s breakthrough in the
early 70s, although the figure has tailed off slightly
in recent years. In Britain, the number of female
firefighters has risen since a report commissioned
in 1999 suggested setting employment targets
for regional fire services. Although a significant
improvement was made, few fire services have
come anywhere near reaching their targets. Not
only that, but an investigation by the Fire Service
Inspectorate a few years ago found that many
within the profession were still prejudiced against
women firefighters.

Perhaps the most important reason we have schools is to prepare students to participate in society. Most of our schooling involves the use of
our eyes to read and write. What happens though, when a child cannot see? Children who are blind face extra difficulties in understanding
things the same way other children do, learning languages and moving around freely. Does this mean that blind children should stay at home
and not get an education? Certainly not! Blind children attend schools and follow programmes which use different ways of teaching them how
to read, write and do things people who can see do.

The first people we know who showed an interest in the blind are the Ancient Egyptians. They did not only try to understand why people
became blind, they also took care of their needs. The first country to have compulsory education for the blind is the United States in the 1880’s,
and then Britain followed in 1893. Studies have shown that blind children learn best when they are in an open environment that doesn’t stop
them from learning new things.

Unfortunately, today 85% of all children with special educational needs in poorer countries do not get an education. And for children who are
blind, 90% do not get an education. They simply do not have enough schools built especially for their needs. The best solution to this problem
is to have blind children and children who can see go to the same state schools. Of course, the state schools would have to be able to meet the
needs of the special needs students too.

The blind children in these schools should be given the opportunity to share the same experiences as their classmates who can see. The children
and parents in these schools should be encouraged to become friends. There would have to be teachers who are specialised in education for the

blind that would give advice to the teachers in the state schools. This relationship between the students and their parents should help show that

we are not that different from each other.

Having state schools accept blind children does not mean that we just put them in the same classrooms as children who can see. Blind students
have more needs and there are some things that schools must do to be ready to teach them.



Firstly, the schools must work together with people who are specialised in teaching the blind. They would give advice to teachers and prepare
lessons and homework. Also, blind students often have to learn to do things differently than other students. For example, in primary school they
learn to read using the Braille system. This means that because they can’t see, they learn to read special books by using their fingers, not their
eyes. In addition, they also learn to move around without the help of other people and become more independent.

All children with disabilities should go to school, get an education and have the same opportunities as children without them. If we all work
together, there is nothing that we can not do.

Combating crime against young
people

A Although it may not always make headline news,
rising crime rates against young children and
teenagers is an area of considerable concern in
much of the country. That's why local authorities
have started implementing safety initiatives to
make young people more aware of the need
for personal safety and better able to defend
themselves if they are assaulted or mugged.
Many in the media say the authorities should
have acted much earlier.

B Police sources have pointed out that young
people need to recognize that they are vulnerable
in a way that wasn't the case for their parents’
generation. They have expensive pieces of
technology such as smartphones and tablets in
their possession, so they are easy targets for
thieves and muggers. That's why, as part of the
safety initiative, police officers have started

visiting schools to advise young people on simple
procedures that may make them safer out on the
streets.

A vaccine for AIDS

A One of the greatest challenges in modern medical
science is to find a cure for AIDS, one of the
world’s most deadly diseases. Researchers in
California believe that cure may have been found.
They have recently had their research published
in a leading scientific journal, and, although the
potential breakthrough is being treated with caution
at the moment, it's causing a lot of excitement
across the medical research community.

A Although the recent economic downturn has had
a negative effect on high-street stores all over
the country, online shopping has become more
popular. The reason for this is that consumers
are now looking for lower prices and these can
usually be found on the Internet. It's true to say
that if the spending power of ordinary consumers
hadn't been so seriously undermined by the
weak economy, it's unlikely that shoppers would
have become so interested in shopping online.
