Cinema was born at the end of the 19th century. The first people who showed the first movies to
a paying public were the Lumiere Brothers of France. They did this at the Grand Café,
Boulevard des Capucines, Paris, on the 20th February 1896. This was the first cinema show and
it was quickly followed by many others in all parts of the world. The first films showed moving
people and transport or wars, and short comedies. In 1901 France was the first country to
produce a dramatic film, The Story of a Crime, which was followed by The Great Train Robbery
in the United States in 1903.

At first, films were shown anywhere: in musical halls, clubs and shops. By 1908, special film
theatres were being built to give regular programmes. At this time cinema rapidly developed in
both the New and the Old World. Charlie Chaplin made his first film in 1914 in the USA. In
1927, Warner Brothers in Hollywood made the first film in which an actor sang and spoke. The
film was called Jazz Singer. It opened a new era in films — the era of the “talkies.” The film
mostly told its story with titles, but it had three songs and a short dialogue. There were long lines
of people in front of the Warner Theatre in New York. The silent film was dead within a year.
The first one hundred percent sound film, Lights of New York, appeared in 1928. The first

colour films were made in the 1930s but the black-and-white films are made even today.

Getting medical treatment can cost very
big money and can take many years. Compare this waste of time and money with the $40 you

spend on a bicycle helmet.

It is not always easy to get a friend to wear a bicycle helmet. Be patient. Give your friend time to
come to his or her decision about wearing one. Invite your friend to take a bicycle ride with you.
Without saying anything, put your helmet on quietly. If you stop at a store during your bike ride,
keep your helmet on. This will send a message that you are comfortable wearing a helmet both
on and of your bike. If you remove it too quickly your friend may think wearing a helmet is not
very nice. Buying your friend a helmet as a present may not be such a good idea. Your friend
may feel you are pushing too hard.

Make sure
your front and back lights work well, and your back reflector is clean. When you have to carry

anything on your cycle, use a bike bag or basket.

2. Always wear a cycle helmet that is the correct size — it will help to protect your head if you

fall off. Do not ride a bike that is too big or small as it can affect your balance.

3. Wear reflective clothing and/or accessories (belt, arm or ankle bands) or a backpack in the
dark. You must not cycle at night without a white front light, a red back light and a red reflector
at the back.

4. Before starting off, turning right or left, overtaking, or stopping, you must look behind and
make sure it is safe and then give a clear arm signal to show what you want to do. You must not
ride on the pavement unless there are special signs. Always keep both hands on the handlebars.
Be very careful near lorries and buses. Do not ride in the space between the vehicle and the kerb.

When turning from one road to another, give way to pedestrians who are crossing that road.

From the History of American Cinema
In 1896 in America Edison held the first public showing of motion pictures.

That caused a sensation. Movie houses opened across the country. People called them
nickelodeons You could watch a short feature film in them

for a nickel (5 cents). Those shorts were no more than silent scenes from staged plays or
vaudevilles with subtitles. In the theatre a piano player was

providing music during the performance. By 1910 the shorts were making more money than
vaudevilles and live theatre together.

The next development in movies came in 1927 when sound films or "talkies" appeared. This
made movies more popular than ever. Movies began to replace theatre and vaudeville.
Moviemakers also started to explore the world of special sound effects. They found out they
could express the mood of a scene through the sound of birds singing or through the noise of
the wind or rain. The new talkies were more realistic, but they were still only in black-and-
white.

Then in 1939, "Gone with the Wind", one of the first major movies filmed in colour, was on the
screen. The beauty and realism of this film surprised audiences.

From this year on, moviemakers learned that colour, too, was very important to set a mood or
create a special atmosphere.

From the late 1920s until the 1950s, movies were the most popular of all American
entertainments. The new film industry, centered around Hollywood, California, gave work to
thousands of people. In towns and cities across the country movie palaces appeared. For many
years movies used to be a major form of entertainment in America but their popularity began to
fall in the 1950's.

When television came practically to every house, people preferred to stay at

home. There seemed to be less reason to go out when they could have entertainment in their
own living rooms. By 1980 only one American out of ten went to movies in a given week. At
the same time, however, millions of viewers see movies on television or watch videos. Even
movies that are more than 50 years old continue to attract people. They include such classics as
"The Wizard of Oz","Snow White", "Gone with the Wind", and "Casablanca".

Environmental problems of the Baikal: not by Spirogyra alone

A. One would think, what has the forest to do with it? The scientists tell us that forest is a
critical part of ecosystem which in last centuries faces serious challenges. Siberia is one of the
richest forest regions on the planet but the extent of forest loss allows us to speak about
deforestation problem in future.

B. More than 80% of all environmental crimes around Lake Baikal are the destruction and
damage to forests. It takes place on the territory of Irkutsk region and the Republic of
Buryatia. Despite the fact that it is prohibited in the water-producing pond to cut down the
trees, satellite photography and statements of the locals show new deforestation areas. "Black
loggers” often sell produced timber abroad, enriching themselves.

C. Intentional burning is often made by "black loggers ", who want to hide the evidence
of their activities or to buy forest areas which become cheaper after fire .The scale of forest
fires take sometimes monstrous size, it was especially evident in 2015 and 2016 when, in the
summer months, hundreds of thousands of hectares were in flames.

D. Speaking of Olkhon, in recent years it has been actively visited by hundreds of
thousands of tourists. New recreation centers, private hotels are under construction. However,
a significant part of the guests coming to admire the beauty of the island prefer wild camping.
Vulnerable, eroded soil can not carry such a large flow of people and transforms into a desert
in some spots.

E. Illegal fishing and hunting lead to a reduction in numbers of many species, primarily -
the commercial fish. Illegal fishing has reached such a high level that every year the number
of arrested offenders gets as high as ten thousand! Experts estimate that the fishing under the
quota and out of it almost equal in volume.



F. The most urgent problem of recent years for the lake is algae Spirogyra. The main
reason of the spread of this type of plant, experts say, is emissions of household wastewater
into the lake from numerous hotels and recreation centers on the lake. These drains are
harmful to the Baikal sponges and acceptable for Spirogyra. Expansion of Spirogyra is
becoming more rampant and requires some action to solve the problem. In addition to coastal
drains , ships are throwing ballast water in the glorious lake, and it is also polluted with
petroleum products.

G. As we can see, most of the environmental problems of lake Baikal are created by
people. We pollute the Holy lake with litter, destroying the inhabitants living in it and on its
banks, destroying flora, through which the lake is filled with water. Human tends to make
mistakes, but human can correct his mistakes. Through a variety of protection activities
recruitment of the Baikal omul, cormorant and other species has been achieved.

Every day Peru’s Machu Picchu, the Lost City of the Incas, is rediscovered by at least
1,000 tourists who are slowly destroying one of the wonders of the world.

More people now come to this sacred citadel in week than ever lived there in its 15 the-
century prime. The attempt to improve facilities for international visitors- better hotels, a



helicopter service, and planned cable car to replace the bus trip up the mountain- has only
made the wear and tear worse.

For nearly 500 years Machu Picchu was covered by impenetrable rainforests until in
1911, an American scholar-explore, Hiram Bingham, stumbled upon it whilst he was looking for
Vilacamber, the last refuge of the Incas from the Spanish conquerors.

It's easy to see why so many want to flock here. The sight of the emerald green grass
slopes and stone coloured remains of Machu Picchu, flanked by its awesome, snow-capped
peaks, is utterly breathtaking.

It seems now, however, that Machu Picchu is falling victim to its own success The
primary concern is that the high volume of visitors is harming the site’s infrastructure. A survey
by Japanese geologists at Kyoto University has suggested the earth beneath the city is moving
at a rate of up to one centimeter per month. There are also fears for the welfare of the posters
who carry travelers’ backpacks in all weathers along the high altitude Inca Trail.

As the result, the United Nations cultural agency wants visitor numbers more than
halved, which means that visitors must now wait four to five days before getting a place on a
trek.

Despite this, Machu Picchu remains the number one must — see in South
America. And, as such the hunt is now on for new Inca ruins as a viable, ecologically sound
alternative.

Michael Phelps is probably the greatest Olympic swimmer in the history. He won ix gold medals
in the 2004 Olympics, and then in the Olympic games at Beijing, in 2008, he won another eight

gold medals and broke five world records.

How does he do? Well, Phelps’ biggest secret is that he eats a huge amount of food every day.
In fact, you won't believe how much he eats. He eats so much that it's almost impossible for an
ordinary person to eat the same quantity. We know because one of our reporters, Joe Finch, tried
to eat Michael Phelps’ breakfast. First, he ate a bowl of cereal, which was much smaller than the
one Phelps eats. Then he had a big sandwich which was made of white bread and butter, with a
fried egg and tomatoes inside. Phelps usually eats three of these! Then he ate a five-egg

omelette. Our reporter could only eat half of it. And finally he had a piece of toast and two



chocolate pancakes. Unbelievably, Michael Phelps eats three pieces of toast and three large

pancakes. And that's just breakfast! For lunch he usually has half a kilo of pasta.

But why does one of the most amazing swimmers in history eat so much unhealthy food? Well,
the answer is carbohydrates. Phelps swims a hundred kilometres every week, so he spends hours
and hours in the swimming pool. Consequently, he needs a lot of energy, and carbohydrates give
him energy. The problem is that he doesn't have enough time to eat properly. He's always in the
pool, and he can't eat when he's swimming. So he has to eat as much food with lots of

carbohydrates in it as he can.

Animals in the city.

Small animals like birds, squirrels, mice, cats, and dogs are a common sight in big cities and
small towns. But in recent years, there have been lots of reports in newspapers and on television
of wild animals coming into cities in bigger and bigger numbers. There have been bears in
Vancouver parks, leopards in the streets of Mumbai and wild pigs in Berlin. Why so? What
makes them come? Are they welcome, or are they considered a danger?

One of the main reasons wild animals come to cities is that they are looking for something to eat.
In Cape Town, South Africa, baboons have started coming into residential areas on the edge of
the city to feed. They open rubbish containers, looking for something they can eat, or steal fruit
from gardens and orchards. The bravest baboons even come into people’s houses and take
sweets, cheese, bread and whatever they can find from kitchen cupboards and fridges! You have
to remember that baboons can be aggressive and attack people, so people are not at all happy to
see such “guests” in their houses.



In Berlin, Germany, groups of wild pigs also come into the suburbs to look for food. They dig up
parks and gardens looking for roots, insects and other small animals to eat. They cause terrible
damage to parks and gardens, and can cause traffic accidents when they get on the roads. In spite
of this, some city residents welcome the pigs and give them food. They say that people should
learn to live with them.

This attitude is not shared by the City Council, whose first reaction was to employ a group of
hunters to shoot young pigs. Lots of city residents complained that this was too cruel, and there
were heated arguments between hunters and animal lovers. In response to protests, the City
Council decided to take more peaceful action against pigs so, instead of shooting them, they have
put up fences and made it illegal for people to feed them. Time will tell if this strategy works.

In our opinion, it would be a shame to hurt or kill animals when they come into the cities.
Hopefully, city councils, conservationists and the city residents can work together to find
practical ways to keep wild animals out of cities without harming them.

Leonardo DiCaprio was born in Los Angeles, California on November 11, 1974. He started
acting when he was just five years old, despite the fact that he was rejected by an agent because
his name sounded foreign.

His first fil role was in 1991 in a film called Critters 3 and his first major role came two years
later in the film This Boy’s Life. In 1993, he co-starred with Johnny Depp in the film What'’s
Eating Gilbert Grape and was nominated for an Oscar for his performance. He had to wait more
than ten years for his next Oscar nomination. This time it was for his performance in The
Aviator. The following year he was nominated again for his role in Blood Diamond. Despite
these nominations, DiCaprio has never won an Oscar.
